nature (the Old Man-Romans 6:6) which affects our entire life.

When a person understands that they are thus separated
from God because of sin which has the penalty of death (Romans
3:23; 6:23) and that Christ paid the penalty by dying for us
(Romans 5:8). That we must choose to accept what Christ did for
us in dying, being buried, and arising from the grave (Romans
10:9-10) and ask Him to come into our life (Romans 10:13). He
sends the Holy Spirit into our Spirit (John 3:6;) to do the work of
Salvation and becomes the guarantee of our Salvation
(Ephesians 1:13-14) making our spirit His dwelling place (I
Corinthians 6:19-20).
